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The Legacies Working Group considered the legacies of the U.S. GLOBEC program, in particular, to identify what has been accomplished and what additional activities can be undertaken in the time remaining to the program.  The Working Group recognized that U.S. GLOBEC has important legacy opportunities for outreach to multiple groups, including the scientific community, the funding agencies, and to the public at large.

Legacies of US GLOBEC:
The U.S GLOBEC program leaves behind an enviable list of accomplishments and legacies.  The Working Group developed a (partial) list of these legacies. Some new ideas were discussed, leading to action items noted further below.
· New interdisciplinary research paradigm: GLOBEC made using physics and biology “in the same breath” possible.
· Datasets & initiation of time series (e.g., Seward Line)
· Snap-shots of special remote forcing events (e.g., sub-arctic intrusion 
in NEP, fresh water signal in NWA/GB)
· Multi-disciplinary models (model meta-data needed; see WG3)
· New modeling approaches (e.g., Lagrangian)
· People (education and training) ( a web tool for collecting/maintaining a list of those involved in the U.S. GLOBEC program was recommended.
· Partnerships with US climate centers (e.g., NCAR) ( impact on future IPCC simulations
· Contributions to policy and management (e.g., regionalization@NOAA)

· Implementation/integration of new technologies
· Thesis/dissertation/REU projects: It was recognized that the legacies of U.S. GLOBEC (in particular its datasets and models) will continue to provide opportunities for research well beyond the formal end of the program.  A means of collecting and publicizing un-realized research topics would be very valuable.
It was also noted that U.S. GLOBEC was “first”, and that it paved the way and provided the framework for the International GLOBEC program.
Preservation of web materials:

An effort needs to be mounted, before the end of the U.S. GLOBEC program, to migrate historically important materials from the National and Regional web sites to a more “permanent” archive at Woods Hole.  The present versions of the National and NWA/GB web sites are already resident on the servers at BCO-DMO.

Discussion on books:

The Working Group reconsidered once again the possibilities and prospects for book-length treatments of the results of U.S. GLOBEC.  Several alternatives were discussed, as follows:

· Regional summaries: The long-discussed idea of a matched set of regionally based synthesis books has not matured.  A recent volume published by the North Pacific Review Board, though not entirely derived from U.S. GLOBEC, already offers a summary for the Coastal Gulf of Alaska.  Meanwhile, an outline for a book deriving from the Northwest Atlantic / Georges Bank program has morphed into a plan for a special volume of research papers.  Lastly, a book devoted to the California Current System is not planned.
· Collected reprints: Given the ready availability to most institutions of electronic copies of U.S. GLOBEC publications, as well as the high cost of printed books, it was agreed that there was little gain in publishing a set of collected reprints.
· Annotated bibliography: It was nonetheless agreed that an annotated bibliography of U.S. GLOBEC publications would be highly desirable.  However, a “hero”, and probably some modest financial support, would be required for this project to go forward.

· Collection of essays / historical perspective / “coffee table” book:  Several options are possible for more “accessible” remarks/reminiscences on U.S. GLOBEC.  Any of these would again require a heroic personal investment.  Zack Powell has in the past expressed an interest in something along these lines.
Action items arising from WG1:
· Obtain and archive the remaining missing U.S. GLOBEC datasets
· Develop/deploy the model metadata site (see WG3 recommendations)
· Clean up and migrate US/NEP/NWA/SO web material
· Deploy a people info archive
· Consider/conduct model inter-comparisons (see WG2 recommendations)
· Collect and make available a list of potential thesis/dissertation/REU projects that could be “easily” pursued.
